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General Description
The smart Buffer (sB) family of printer sharing devices can be used to share
one or more printers between several computers. Available in serial, parallel,
and mixed models, they can satisfy nearly any printer sharing application.
Printer selection can be controlled by using the supplied pop-up programs. All
serial and most parallel ports are inpuuoutput configurable. A TURBO option
is also available which provides both higher throughput and socketed memory.
The entire family of Smart Buffers is listed in the table below.

Getting Started
For the most up-to-date information about your new Smart Buffer, please see
the README.TXT fi le included on the uti l i ty disk shipped with the unit.

The shipping container should contain the fol lowing items:

To instal l  your new buffer See Page
'1, Connect an |BM-compatible PC to the buffer, then apply power. 2

2. Run SB-SETUP to ensure that cabling is correctly installed. 4

3. lf you intend to connect more than one printer or use a non-standard baud 4
rate on a serial port, use SB-SETUP to configure the buffer.

4. Connect remaining computers to the buffer. 2

5. lf you have more than one printer connected to the buffer, install SB-POP 6
and /or SB-WlN on each PC using DOS-INST and SETUP respectively.

6. Connect printers / plotters to the output ports of the buffer, 9

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Connect i Computers to the Buffer
Numbering for all ports on the sB is depicted on a sticker on the bottom of the
unit. Parallel ports have a P prefix, serial ports an s. Ports are numbered from
left to r ight, bottom to top, when looking at the rear of the unit.
Each port on the sB is either an input or an output. Data is received from
compulers connected to input ports and then sent to printers, plotters or other
devices connected to output ports. when you first receive the buffer, all ports
will be configured as inputs except port P1, which is always an output. Most
parallel and all serial ports can be configured as outputs using SB-SETUp.
You will need a Male-to-Male DB-25 straight-through cable for each computer
using a paral lel interface to the sB. The maximum recommended length of a
parallel cable is 100 feet, although some laptop computers may be restricted
to 25 feet or less. Parallel line extenders raise this limit to hundreds of feet, but
cannot be used with some SB uti l i t ies. See the README fi le for detai ls.
Serial ports on the buffer use RJ-12 female connectors (which resemble
telephone jacks). Thus, serial ports require special cables and adapters,
available from your dealer. l f  you purchased these adapters with the unit,  you
should take one end of the f lat si lver cable and plug it  into a serial port on the
buffer. Next, attach the Serial Port Adapter to the COM port of the pC and
plug the other end of the f lat si lver cable into i t .
lf you wish to make the serial cables and adapters yourself, refer to serial
Ports & Cabling on Page 18 of this manualfor instructions.



Running SB-SETUP
All software configuration of the Smart Buffer is done using SB-SETUP.EXE.
This program allows you to verify cabling to the SB, switch ports between input
and output mode, configure serial parameters, and configure options built into
the Smart Buffer.
Before running SB-SETUP, please review the README file on the diskette. This
file contains tips, warnings, and updates which you may find helpful.

n You do not need to run SB-SETUP on each PC you conn*t to the
0 Smart Buffer; just run it once from any connected PC. The

changes made will be global and will aff*t all ports on fhe S8.

To run the configuration program, place the utility diskette in drive A. From a
DOS prompt or the Windows Run dialog, type "A:SB-SETUP" and press
Enter. You will be asked to select the PC port connected to the buffer, after
which you wil l  see the main menu of SB-SETUP.

At this point, proper communications with the buffer has been verified. lf the
SB will be used with only one output device and you are only using parallel
ports, or you are using the standard data format (9600, N, 8, 1) with serial
ports, you can exit SB-SETUP now by pressing 'X'.

To select additional output ports and modify serial data formats, select the
'Modify Existing Setup' option from the main menu screen. A chart of options
(briefly described below) for each port on the SB is then displayed. Use the
arrow keys to move the cursor. Not all displayed options are available for

every port; the cursor will simply skip over those that cannot be modified.
Pressing the F|0 key wil ldisplay context sensit ive help forthe option
currently selected.
. Direction - Switch the port between input and output modes. Inputs are

connected to computers, Outputs to printers and plotters. All serial ports
and most parallel ports can be switched.

o Destination - The default output for each input port. The bufferwill revert
to these each time it is turned on or reset.

. Label - Allows simple identification of outputs in SB-POP and SB-WIN.

. Time-out - The length of inactivity on an input port before the SB will
close a print job.

o Serial Format - Sets the baud rate, parity, data bits, stop bits, and
software flow control options for each serial port.

When finished configuring the SB, press F/ to write the new settings into non-
volatile memory in the buffer. SB-SETUP should only have to be run once
(when you first receive the unit). However, should you decide to change
something in the future, you may need to run SB-SETUP again.



The SB-POP and SB-WIN Pop-Up Menu Utilit ies
The installation of SB-POP and/or SB-WIN is not required for the proper
operation of the buffer. Their main purpose is to allow the user to switch
between multiple output devices connected to the SB. They can be summoned
with a single keystroke (that you specify), even while you are within another
application program. SB-POP is for use in a DOS environment, SB-WIN is for
use in Windows 3.1 through Windows 95. Some of the capabilities of the
programs are listed below:

. Change which printer your files are sent to.

. Print multiple copies of the next file you send to the buffer.

. Display information about the current status of the buffer.
r Clear all of your print files from the buffer.

Each time the program pops up, it tests to make sure that the buffer is present.
lf it cannot communicate with the buffer, it will display an error message to
that effect.



Pop-Up Menu Installation for Windows
To inslall sB-wlN, run the SETUP.EXE program from the utitity disk. This
procedure is detailed below:

windows 3.11 and below: select the Run command from the File menu
in Program Manager. Enter'a:\setup.exe' in the run: box, and press
enter.

windows9S: select the Run command from the start menu on the Task
Bar. Enter'a:\setup.exe' in the run: box, and press enter.

once the SETUP program begins, you will be prompted for any necessary
information. on-line help is available if you need more information.
The installation procedure will include the sB-wlN program in your start-up
program group. lf you don't want the utility to run every time Windows is
started, simply move it to a different program group.

The README file contains sorne tips on optimizing yourWindows
environment for maximum printing speed.

Po Menu Installation (for DOS
lf you want to switch between more than one printer attached to the buffer, you
will need to install sB-PoP on each PC connected to the buffer. A simple
installation program, DOS-INST, will perform this task for you.
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Place the utility diskette in drive A and type "A:DOS-INST' at the DOS prompt.
DOS-INST will prompt you to provide the following information:

1) "Hot-key" Keystroke Combination - is a single keystroke and must
contain the CTRL andlor ALT keys as well as one alphanumeric key
14...2,0...91. You should choose a keystroke combination that does not
conflict with any of your application programs' special purpose keys.
CTBL+ALT+Zseems to be a fairly reliable choice.

2) PG Communications Port - specifies which of the computeds
communications ports will be connected to the buffer. This port should
be the same as the one you selected when you ran SB-SETUP to check
cabling.

3) Load High - determines whether the program is loaded into the high
memory area above the 640 kB DOS boundary. This option is only
available if you are using DOS version 5.0 or later.

The DOS-INST program will add one or two lines of text to your AUTOEXEC.BAT
file (it will not alter the existing contents of the file) resembling the following:

When the installation program finishes, it will return you to the DOS prompt.

A 0 You must r*boot your computer for these changes to take effect.



After you have re-booted your computer, you should be able to summon the
potrup menu by hitting the "hot-key" you specified. Be sure that you are in a
text screen, or SB-POP will refuse to appear. lf you still cannot summon SB-
POP, refer to the README file on the utility diskette for tips on getting sB-pop to
work. The section entitled "Notes on sB-PoP" will explain how to manually
edit your AUTOEXEC.BAT file, which programs have been known to cause
problems with SB-POP, and what steps are necessary to make them live
happily together on your PC.

Using the Pop-Up Menu Programs
To use the popup menu programs, you need merely hit the "hot-key"
combination you specified at installation. The program will appear in a small
window near the center of the screen. Under DOS, you will see SB-pOp; under
Wndows, you will see SB-WIN. They are essentially identical in the way they
operate, and are discussed together on the following pages.
The main menu screens, which list all possible choices, look like this:

To select an option from the list, press the appropriate function key (DOS) or
click on the appropriate button (Wndows). Doing so willtake you to another
display screen, where you can perform the actions desired.

Copies / Destination (sB-POP)
This selection allows you to specify the number of copies and printer

I  should use the 'Link to Device' option. In general, only use
'Copies / Destination'to specify mult iple copies, and only i f

t you cannot do so from within the application program itself.
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To change the number of copies, press F/ and then enter two digits to specify
the number of copies. When you are satisfied with what is displayed press
ENTER.

To change the destination of the print job, press F2 repeatedly until the device
you want is displayed.
Once both parameters are correct, press F3 to issue the appropriate
commands to the buffer.
You may press the ESC key at any point to exit this screen without making any
changes to the buffer settings.

Because Wndows application programs give you the option of printing
multiple copies of a print job, SB-WIN does not support the 'Copies /
Destination' option.

Link to Device (SB-POP and SB-WN)
This option allows you to change the default destination for all of your

Press ESC if you don't want to make any changes to the buffer settings.

Please note that the device names displayed
will be the ones you specified for that parti-
cular output port when you ran SB-SETUP. lf
you fail to specify a name for these output
ports, the port number itself will be used (i.e.
"P1" or 'S12"). Labeling your output ports can
make it much simpler to remember where your
print jobs are going.

(SB-POP and SB-WN)
This selection will display relevant information about the cunent operating
status of the buffer. This screen will display the amount of memory still
available in the buffer, how much of the buffer memory your print jobs are
consuming, and the total number of print jobs pending in the buffer. ln
addition, the model number and ROM version of the buffer are displayed.
Press ESC when you wish to retum to the Main Menu.

Pop-Up lnformation (SB-POP and SB-WIN)
This selection will display information about the popup menu program
settings. The screen will display which PC communications port is in use,
which buffer port it is connected to, and the popup menu program's version

number. Press ESC when you wish to return to the M6in Menu.
Clear Buffer Channel (SB-pOp and SB-WIN)
This allows you to clear all of your print jobs which still remain in the buffer. lt
will not affect any other use/s print jobs. print jobs in the process of printing
will cease printing immediately and a short termination message will appeaiat
the end of them. You should halt the printing process on the computer before
using this option, since any data the computer sends afterthis option is
executed will be treated as a new print job.

Connecting Printers & Plotters
Printers and plotters are connected to the output ports of the buffer. port p1 is
always an output, but you must run SB-SETUP to set any other outputs.
To connect a parallel output device to the buffer, you can simply use a
standard parallel printer cable. This will most likely be the same cable you
were using on the printer before installing the buffer.
For serial printers, you should be using a special serial cable and adapter.
Many plotters will also work with the standard cable and adapter, but some
may require a null-modem adapter as well. There are essentially two ways of
wiring serial ports on plotters; the null modem adapterwill convert the wiiing
from one type to the other.

Be sure that the serial output device and the buffer port to which it
is connected are using the same serial format.d
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Printing
Once instal lat ion is complete, you wil l  print in the same manner as before the
buffer was installed. Your print jobs will automatically be routed to the default
output port you specified when you ran SB-SETUP (or to Pl if you only have
one printer hooked up). lf you would like to change where they are sent, you
can use SB-POP or SB-WIN to do so. The following section describes the
process of switching to a different printer.

Switching Printers
There are a few simple steps to follow when you want to change which printer
your data wil l  be sent to:

Summon SB-POP or SB-WIN by striking the "hot-key".

Select the 'Link to Device' option from the main menu screen.

Choose the appropriate printer from the list provided. The name
displayed first is the printer you are currently routed to.

Send any changes to the buffer and exit the pop-up utility.

Before you issue the next print command from your application,
select a printer driver which corresponds to the printer chosen in
the previous steps via SB-POP or SB-WIN. l f  you begin using
another application later, you may need to change its printer driver
as well.
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
